Communication Disorders — Know the warning signs

\

Your child may have an underlying problem in
communication if he or she

* Began talking later than expected
* |Is performing below expectations in the classroom

* Is having difficulty learning to read

* Cannot seem o express his/her thoughts and ideas

Has problems understanding others and following directions
* Doesn't pick up on social cues

* Has problems taking tests

* Says “Huh” a lot and needs things repeated often

* Does not respond consistently to sounds
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How can you get services from an audiologist or
speech-language pathologist for your child?

* Meet with your child’s classroom teacher and school principal
and talk about your concerns.

* Ask your child’s teacher or a school administrator about how
children can be screened for communication problems.
