In order for this function to operate properly, data must be saved first by using “Save & stay here.”
· When providing data to tables/matrices, make sure to provide data to every field within the table/matrix. If there is no data to report, you must provide a “0” in the relevant cell.
· Questions for Satellite/Branch campuses, Distance Education, and Consortia are conditional and appear only when the program has indicated that these delivery modes are a component of the accredited program.
