On behalf of the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association, I write to thank you for your 
leadership on reintroducing Ally’s Act (H.R. 477). 
 
The American Speech-Language-Hearing Association (ASHA) is the national professional, 
scientific, and credentialing association for 211,000 individuals who are audiologists; speech-
language pathologists; speech, language, and hearing scientists; audiology and speech-
language pathology support personnel; and students.
